Refractory Septic Shock

Prospective, single arm study in 20 patients with refractory late-stage septic shock 

using CytoSorb aggressively every 12 hours with a new cartridge

Å Patients had refractory shock despite high doses of vasopressors, respiratory failure 

requiring mechanical ventilation, oligo-anuric kidney failure requiring dialysis, and lactate > 8 

mmol/L

Å Results from the CytoSorb Greifswald Study
Å Resolution of shock in 65% of patients treated with CytoSorb

Å 28-day survival was 45%, a 30-40% absolute improvement over expected (0-10%)

Å Reduction of IL-6 from an initial average of 87,000 pg/mL to below 10,000 pg/mL after 24 

hours of treatment

Å A similar population (n=16) receiving standard of care but no CytoSorb therapy, where shock 

could not be reversed, also on mechanical ventilation with an initial lactate level of 6.1 Ñ4 

mmol/L, and 75% requiring renal replacement therapy had a mortality of 100% at 28 days.*
